Theatre Critique (Quiz Grade) 

The goal of this assessment is to showcase how much you have learned about the process of live theatre. We have worked on many projects and explored the creation of a show from top to bottom. As we watch the musical make commentary below for each topic that we have studied this year. Feel free to be critical and point out both positive and negative aspects of the show. 
10 Points Each for the following: 
1. Set Design: Describe the sets. How well do they add to the overall effect of the play? 

2. Make-Up: Describe the make-up. Does it make characters more or less convincing? Is it distracting? 

3. Costumes: Describe the costumes. How do they add to the characters? Are they effective? 

4. Props: Choose tree props to comment on. Discuss how they are effective. 

5. Lights and Sound: Comment on the light and sound operation.  

6. Ensemble: Does the production team appear to work together to complete the performance task? Does the performance appear to flow easily and in an orderly manner from start to finish?

7. Listening and Response:    Does each performer appear to be involved in the group event?  Are appropriate responses given to the dramatic situation without exaggeration?  Is there a lack of appropriate response? 

8. Characterization: Is the delivery of the performers consistent with the character's manners and motives?  Are the performances believable given textual and behavioral clues exhibited by the performers?

11. Movement: Does all visible behavior appear to be motivated, spontaneous, coordinated and integrated? Is the performance free from distracting behavior that does not contribute to characterization?

12. Rhythm and Tempo: Does the production flow smoothly?  Is the pace of the action appropriate to the dramatic argument presented?  Does the action build in pace given escalation of dramatic tension?

13. Overall Effect: Is there a sense of connection between the production elements and the text?  Does the production team appear to understand the major argument of the dramatic text and effectively communicate the argument?  Are the performers and the production team effective in engaging and sustaining the interest of the audience?
