PAPER BAG PUPPET SHOW

1. Select a short Shakespearean Scene from options offered in class. You must have a scene that will include all members of your group.

2. As a group, read the script and gain a basic understanding of the script.

3. Assign parts and create a paper bag puppet for each character

4. Block, rehearse, and perform the scene with puppets. (You’ll have about 45 minutes to complete this.)

TIPS FOR SUCCESS:

1. Understand the context of the scene.

2. Look up unfamiliar words.

3. Ask questions.

4. Consider the emotional state of the character.

5. Practice, practice, practice.
